We are a Nut–Free School

The school offers a daily Breakfast Club for pupils in Reception year and above, from 8.00 to 9.00 am. Cereal, toast, milk (or alternative )plus  fruit juices are available.  Entry is via the Hall doors. The cost per child is £3.00 (8.00 am plus breakfast), £2.00 (8.00 am no breakfast) and £1.00 (8.30 am, no breakfast).  At the moment this valuable service is not used by many parents and, if numbers are not increased, we may have to consider closing it.  Use it or lose it!
